NKB presents NKB SP Selection as SP-record’s data. The SP (78 rpm)-record is Mr. Gosaburo Kitamura’s
collection. He is Maestro Noriaki Kitamura’s grandfather. NKB converted the records to DSD-data. We
selected from them specially and present for you.

The records were released about 100 years ago. So, we worried about deterioration, then we tried to
convert them to high quality DSD-data. We play SP records with record needle normally (monaural
playback) and convert to DSD5.6MHz data by KORG MR1000 (stereo playback-left and right
homophone). We success to revive players from 100 years ago.

There are cases that one movement was recorded on several sides, because the SP recording time was
limited. We left what was played separately as the sound source purposely as disk No. In addition, noise
such as needle noise was left as it was.

We present NKB SP Selection selected from 1150 sides including many one side disks as great
performances and grouped by genre.

Accompanying to this release, Maestro Kitamura publishes “Great Performance”. It must help you to
understand music deeply.

Especially for piano and violin,
there are many people who are said to be virtuoso, but not so many performers are particularly
outstanding. There are only a few performers who can be said to be the highest authority. Both of Cortot
and Thibaud are included in the few authorities. Thibaud, born in Bordeaux, is virtuoso violinist
alongside Fritz Kreisler. Cortot is a pianist, born in Switzerland, fascinated by Richard Wagner and also
a conductor. He releases also SP records as a conductor, but it is mediocre. Maestro Noriaki Kitamura
states as a conductor like following. In general, inspiration and charisma are mentioned for skill of
conducting, but baton technique as professional is required like any other fields. In the case a famous
performer conducts with misunderstanding about that, he ordinary cannot demonstrate his original
ability. It’s a shame.

Do you know them all despite Enrico Caruso and Feodor
Chaliapin? Titta Ruffo and Rosa Poncelle are also great singers in those days. “The three of Caruso, Ruffo
and Poncelle were miraculous. The rest were all just good singers. “Tullio Serafin said when he was
asked about singers who left impressions that he met throughout his life. (Source: Free encyclopedia
“Wikipedia”) Serafin is an Italian great opera conductor in the 20th century and well known for having
raised Maria Callas. There are many other famous singers in this collection, but no one is better than the
three. Soprano singer Geraldine Farrar and Baritone singer Marcel Journet are also famous singers at
that time. But the differences in their skill are so clear when you listen to their performances. Especially,
the duet in Otello of Ruffo and Caruso is the greatest performance that they compete evenly. I can nod
that it is said Caruso doesn’t want to co-star for fear of losing his popularity. The goodness of voice is
ordinary picked up. However, Caruso, Ruffo and Poncelle are singers to be praised mostly, as conductor
like Serafin admits with the comprehensive musical evaluation. From the beginning of the LP record era,
great singers such as Maria Callas, Giulietta Simionato and Del Monaco appear. Those singers are the
best in the SP record era. About other great singers listed here, Chaliapin is a singer representing Russia
and Mussorgsky’s “The Song of the Flea” is said to be synonymous with him. Amelita Galli-Curci is an
Italian coloratura soprano. Emmy Destinn is a Czech soprano, and since her performance activity was a
short period of about 13 years, there are few sound sources left and these are valuable.

Once upon a time, some tenor teacher said, “He has a unique singing style and should never be
imitated”. Afterwards, it comes clear through careful listening that his performance is very faithful
according to the score. At that time, the identity is never recognized when performer plays faithfully to
the score. It wasn’t limited just in the singing world. It is after World War II that the performance
according to the score is correct. And it is only generalized in the 21st century. It’s amazing why Caruso
did so a century ago!

Let us take a look at Great Singer part 3. This is a series of Enrico Caruso with others, Rosa Ponselle and
Westminster Central Hall Choir. Caruso is introduced in NKB SP Selection NO. 14 and No. 15. This is a




collection of him with other singers at that time. There are Luisa Tetrazzini, (Italian soprano sitting in
Nellie Melba’s back pot); Bessie Abbott, soprano; Geraldine Farrar, soprano; Gina Viafora, mezzosoprano;
Louise Homer, Contralto Alto; Pasquale Amato, baritone; Marcel Journet, bass; Antonio Scotti, bass;
Josephine Jacoby, bass; Bada, bass; Gilibert, bass and others. Among them, Farrar, Homer, Amato and
Journet are famous singers at that time and there are some other sound sources. However, as you may
recognize through these, unfortunately the difference of their ability between Caruso is so clear. Gounod’s
Faust contains the aria of Mephistopheles sang by Teodor Schaljapin. Ponselle performs the duet with G.
Martinelli as Radames in the Act IV of Aida. It is an early recording of the LLP. The difference in
competence between them is very disappointing. The existence of the Westminster Central Hall Choir is
unexpectedly unknown. However, it has always been a standard chorus in the record world for its great
performances. It seems to be the choir of Westminster Cathedral in London, but the details are not well
known. It is a different organization from the Westminster Chorus, a male chorus that evolved from the
American Barbershop style (a chorus form of a cappella by a four-member male chorus).

Let us take a look at Great Performance of orchestra. Kurt Atterberg is a Swedish composer. He performs
Symphony No.6 in C Major for the “100th Anniversary Composition Contest after Schubert’s Death”
sponsored by Columbia Records and wins the prize. The performance of the Royal Philharmonic
Orchestra conducted by Sir Thomas Beecham is also great. Madrid Symphony Orchestra performs Isaac
Albéniz’s Suite Iberia conducted by Enrique Arbos is a great performance. That gives a good feeling of the
atmosphere of his own country. New York Symphony Orchestra performs Maurice Ravel’s Ma Mere L’oye
conducted by Walter Damrosch. The workmanship is commendable. Both Enrique Granados’s Danza
Espanola and Gabriel Pierne’s Entrance of the little Fauns are very rare performances.

There are performances of Orchestra or British Wireless
Military Band. J. C. Bach’s Sinfonia conducted by Willem Mengelberg makes us understood well the
playing style at that time. In modern times, the playing style has changed however, that is good
accordingly.
